Experience more
The Sixth Form is about personal
development as well as academic success.
All Sixth Formers are expected to carry out
community service, which might involve
working with local primary schools, charity
work, environmental projects, sports coaching
or mentoring young learners. Students
may also participate in a range of activities
during Enrichment Week or volunteer to
join the Sixth Form Council. Such
experiences prepare students for higher
education, employment and life in general. 

Guidance and support
Throughout the Sixth Form students
receive guidance and support from their
tutor, with advice on academic, pastoral
and progress issues.

Facilities
