6. How you can help

•Read out a key word –check definition.

•Ask for a mnemonic 

•Tell me all about… 

•Keep track of time when doing

a past paper.

•Prompt the break-times.    



7. Night Before 

•Light Revision (no new material)

•Check all equipment packed in bag-

watch, water, supplies of blue and black 

pens, pencils, etc.

•Encourage a normal night’s sleep



8. Morning of the exam

•Reinforce positivity

•Remind them of any strategies they have 

for keeping calm. 

•Encourage breakfast 

•Ask if they want to go through any revision 

cards together 

•Keep a low profile.
