COMPARABLE OUTCOMES

Å In normal times, grade boundaries are adjusted (up or down) by the 
exam boards for all subjects in August so that results are broadly 
the same for each subject as previous years 

Å For Example: If nationally exam scores are a little down, grade 
boundaries will be reduced E.g. instead of 65% to get a 6 it might 
be 62% etc..

Å In 2022 grade distributions will be set somewhere between the 
2019 level (low) and the higher 2021 level (high). This should help 
the 2022 cohort. Things will return to normal for 2023
